+ Called the "silent” disease, it steals
bone tissue until the bone easily
breaks

+ A fracture (broken bone) is often the
first sign of osteoporosis

U Include bone-strengthening
exercises, such as walking, skiing,
dancing, stair climbing, step
aerobics and strength training.

Q Eat a calcium-rich diet (1,000 to
1,500 mg of calcium per day).

Q Get enough vitamin D (400-600 1U).

Q Don’t smoke.

U Don’t get too thin.

Q Make your home fall-proof.

A Hormone replacement therapy is
used to both prevent and treat
osteoporosis.

A Calcitonin stabilizes bone mineral
content and slows down bone
destroying cells.

@ Alendronate Sodium (Fosamax®)
helps build bone.

Q Glucocorticoids hurt bones.

Q Raloxifene (Evista®) is an alternative
to hormone replacement therapy
and protects bones.

Q Risedronate (Actonel®) slows bone
loss.

Q Parathyroid hormone (Forteo®)
rebuilds bones.

Q Learn about the benefits, long-term
effects and any side effects when
considering medications.

Q If confinement to a house or nursing
home limits your exposure to
sunlight, consider taking a Vitamin D
supplement.

Q Ask your doctor about the medicines
you take and new medicines that
help bones.
